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Students are required to
participate in at least §
campus activities
approved by the Center
for General Education.
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Students are required to
attend at least 2 lectures
from the 4 domains of
Literacy: Healthy, Care,
Innovation, Excelience.

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Note 1: "General Lectures (Required)” is a mandatory general education requirement. Daytime undergraduate students must
participate in at least 8 sessions during their study period (2 sessions each in Healthy, Care, Innovation, and Excellence) and
complete a learning outcome assessment. The grade is recorded as P/F (Pass/Fail), and those who pass will be awarded 1
credit; however, this credit is not counted in elective general education credits or the minimum graduation credits.
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Note 2: 1. Students who fail the Fundamentals of Nursing are not permitted to enroll in nursing professional courses, including: the
courses of Maternal nursing and nursing skills, Pediatric nursing and nursing skills, Adult Nursing and nursing skills (I),
Adult Nursing and nursing skills (II), Psychiatric Nursing and nursing skills, Community health nursing and nursing skills,
and Introduction to Long-Term Care.
2.Students who fail the Fundamental Nursing skills or Practicum in Fundamental Nursing are not permitted to enroll in

nursing professional practicum, including: Practicum in Maternal Nursing, Practicum in Pediatric Nursing, Practicum in
Adult Nursing(I), Practicum in Adult Nursing (II), Practicum in psychiatric nursing, Practicum in community health
nursing, Practicum in Long-Term Care, Practicum in comprehensive nursing, and Last-mile practicum.

3.Students who fail the Practicum in Maternal Nursing, Practicum in Pediatric Nursing, Practicum in Adult Narsing(I),
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Practicum in Adult Nursing (II) are not permitted to enroll in the Practicum in comprehensive nursing and Last-mile
practicum.
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Note 3: Students must complete a minimum of 131 credits, including general education courses before they can graduate. These
credits must include 30 credits in general education (required language courses, core general education, and elective general
education), 15 credits in foundational courses for the faculty, 76 credits in core professional courses (including internship
hours), and 10 credits in free elective courses. The credits for free elective courses are only recognized if they are listed in
the Nursing departmental curriculum, professional elective courses or the university-level interdisciplinary programs.
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Note 4: According to the Ministry of Examination's regulations, nursing students must complete practicum courses at least 1,016-
hours before taking the nursing license exam.
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Note 5: In addition to completing the required courses listed in the curriculum, students must also meet the university’s graduation
requirements in Chinese, English, and information literacy before they can graduate.
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Note 6: To obtain all recognized courses for the Public Health Practitioner program, students must complete the courses listed under
the " Public Health Practitioner Program " field in the curriculum's remarks column.
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
