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: The total credits requwed for graduation in this master’s program are at least 34 credits, including: 2 credits for the thesis, 13 credits of department-mandated required
courses, 12 credits of department professional elective tracks, and 7 credits of department-mandated electives. Department-mandated electives may include credits
taken from other master’s programs within the university, up to a maximum of 2 credits.

: The professional electives of the master’s program are divided into two tracks: the Clinical Digital Health Nursing Track and the Smart Long-Term Care and

Management Track. Students must select one track according to their personal career plan. Students in the Clinical Digital Health Nursing Track must complete

Advanced Clinical Nursing | & Il and Advanced Clinical Nursing Practicum | & Il professional elective courses (total of 12 credits) and the Advanced

Pathophysiology department-mandated elective (2 credits) before graduation. Students in the Smart Long-Term Care and Management Track must complete

Advanced Long-Term Care Theory | & Il, Advanced Long-Term Care Practicum | & II, and Smart Monitoring and Precision Quality Management in Long-Term

Care professional elective courses (total of 12 credits) before graduation.

Students admitted to the master’s program through equivalent academic qualifications are required to make up 4 undergraduate credits: Biostatistics (2 credits) and

Introduction to Nursing Research (2 credits) offered by the department’s daytime undergraduate program. These make-up credits are not counted toward the master’s

graduation credits. Students who have previously completed and passed the above courses (with credits no fewer than those specified) may apply for an exemption

after enrollment in the first semester.

In accordance with the Implementation Guidelines for Academic Research Ethics Education for Asia University Students, students admitted from the 2019 academic

year onward are required to complete 6 hours of designated courses through the online platform of the Taiwan Academic Ethics Education Resource Center, and

must pass the final assessment before being eligible to apply for the degree examination.
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
